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Climbing wall
Physical: climbing here develops cross 
coordination, which supports cross-modal 
perception, necessary for other skills such as 
reading.

Curved slide
Physical: develops spatial awareness, sense 
of balance and trains core muscles when 
sitting upright going down. Social-Emotional: 
empathy stimulated by turn-taking.

Accessible stairway
Physical: climbing the accessible stairway is 
for all and supports cross coordination as well 
as arm and leg muscles. Social-Emotional: 
room for active breaks and adult helpers. An 
inclusive space.

Coconut rope
Physical: balance and coordination is 
supported when walking the swaying rope. A 
good sense of balance transfers to other skills 
such as sitting still on a chair. Social-
Emotional: children swaying together on the 
rope experience their own and others' 
movements. This spurs cooperation and 
consideration, e.g. when passing others on 
the rope.

Vertical climbing net
Physical: children develop cross-body 
coordination when climbing. Arm, leg and core 
muscles are strengthened. Social-Emotional: 
the meshes allow for more children to sit 
together and talk.

Balancing ropes
Physical: sense of balance is trained when 
swaying and climbing on ropes Social-
Emotional: cooperation, tolerance and 
teamwork is exercised when swaying with 
others

Shaky pods rope
Physical: sense of balance and space, and 
training of posture. Important for being able to 
sit still. Social-Emotional: cooperation, turn-
taking and friendly competition on the plates.
