This is important to the confidence in moving 
and the ability to sit still on a chair. The tunnel 

motivates crawling, which develops cross-
coordination. This supports brain coordination 
important for reading.

Curved slide
Physical: sliding develops spatial awareness 
and a sense of balance. Furthermore, the core 
muscles are trained when sitting upright going 
down. Social-Emotional: empathy stimulated 
by turn-taking.

Somersault bar
Physical: develop balance and core when 
hanging from knees. Arm, leg and core 
muscles are developed when climbing up, 
somersaulting around. Balance and spatial 
awareness are strengthened. Social-
Emotional: meeting, socializing and turn-
taking when climbing up and down via bar.

Climbing pole
Physical: cross coordination and muscle 
strength are trained. Social-Emotional: turn-
taking and cooperation.

Landing strengthens bone density, which is 
built for life in early childhood. Social-
Emotional: turn-taking and risk-taking.

Score board
Social-Emotional: teams can each have a 
button to measure rounds, wins etc. The 
buttons support cooperation and teamwork. 
Cognitive: counting and registering support 
skills such as logical thinking and sequencing.
